Adult abuse is the mistreatment or 

neglect of an elderly person or an 

adult with physical, developmental 

disabilities, or mental illness. 

How you can stop abuse?  

Become aware of those who may 

be dependent on others for meet-

ing their basic needs. 

Reports signs of abuse. 

Make the phone call. 

Reasons to Become Involved . 

The person being abused may: 

Be too ashamed or embarrassed to take action 

on their own. 

The abuser may be threatening the victim 

about reporting. 

Fear of what will happen if help is sought. 

May not be aware that the situation is abu-

sive. 

The victim may not be aware of options avail-

able.
